WEDDING LITURGIES

PRELUDE: (optional) begins 15 min. prior to liturgy (up to 3 songs or instrumental pieces).
GATHERING OR PROCESSIONAL: can be a liturgical gathering song or a classical instrumental piece. Typically, two pieces will be selected; one for the entrance of the wedding party and one for the entrance of the bride. 
RESPONSORIAL PSALM: (will be led from the pulpit by a qualified cantor) This can be a favorite psalm found in one of our hymnals or our director of music ministry can help you find one.

GOSPEL ACCLAMATION: unless you have a preference, we typically use the Celtic Alleluia # 5 (pg. 88) in the Breaking Bread hymnal. 
PREPARATION OF GIFTS (TABLE): usually any song choice or instrumental will work here.

EUCHARISTIC ACCLAMATIONS (& LAMB OF GOD): unless you have a preference, we typically use the acclamations from the Mass of Creation #’s 878-881 in the Breaking Bread hymnal.

COMMUNION: This can be any Eucharistic song or liturgical song. (Depending on the number receiving communion, another song may need to be added.)
MEDITATION SONG AFTER COMMUNION (optional): Some couples request the Ave Maria or another favorite wedding song to be sung as a time of reflection after communion.

SENDING FORTH OR RECESSIONAL: can be a liturgical sending song or a classical instrumental piece.
